Even before the evening call to prayer, the courtyard of the Central Mosque would slowly

i begin to fill. On a cold winter night, a small boy nhamed Emir walked to the mosque with

£ mosque, young people were offering cologne, and everyone greeted one another with
iy "Blessed kandil night.” Emir smiled as he felt the cool freshness of the cologne in his

After the prayer, a table was set up in the mosque courtyard. Chocolates and Turkish
delights were arranged neatly, but what caught Emir's attention the most was the bread.
He asked his grandfather:

— Grandpa, why are they giving out bread?

— Because, my child, a home with bread still carries hope. Sharing brings blessing.
